Short Notice Access Days - There will be access to routes in the Danger Area on at least 15 short notice days.  These dates cannot be published more than a week in advance as they depend on the military firing programme.  The Warcop Freephone Access Line 0900 783 5181 gives details of the firing programme 7 days in advance and is updated daily with any changes.

Mickle Fell - is not in the ownership of the MoD, although it does form part of the Licensed Range Danger Area.  Access is at the discretion of the landowner by permit only and may be unavailable due to military training or estate management requirements (e.g. nesting season) and at times of high fire risk.

GOOD NEWS!

EQUESTRIAN RIGHTS ON BAMPTON COMMON
From Gay Parkin: (CBS committee member and on BHS sub committee researching routes)

While looking at routes up Loadpot Hill for the Eden Valley Loops project, an interesting fact came to our attention: It turns out that Bampton Common already enjoys equestrian rights over the whole area of the Common - something of which most of us had no idea!   This comes under the Manchester Water Corporation Water Act and goes back very many years.  

Nick Thorne, Head of Access at the Lake District National Park, confirms this and points out it can be seen on Natural England’s Open Access maps.  He also said that these rights may also exist on other parts of the Park - he did not say which but Thirlmere was mentioned. 

It may be that someone in the Society has knowledge of this, in which case the Committee would be delighted to hear about it.  It does seem surprising that we have been kept in ignorance all this time.

Bampton Common is adjacent to Lowther, Askham and Barton, in the north-eastern fells round Ullswater and Haweswater, so this access is extremely helpful to the Eden Valley Loops project.  Of course we still have the responsibility of finding safe and rideable routes in the area - and it must be emphasised that much of the Common is NOT!
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
